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Mosquito video transcript

Hi, I'm Stuart, I'm one of the City of Cockburn’s Environmental Health Officers and I'm
here today talk about a pest that we all know, mosquitoes.

The Environmental Health Team, here at the City of Cockburn, runs an integrated
mosquito management program. This involves a range of activities to monitor and
control the mozzie population. We regularly set traps in strategic locations during the
peak mosquito months. This allows us to keep track of the types and numbers of
mosquitoes in the area, we also treat locations where the mosquitoes are likely to be
and mosquito larvae are going to breed.

We use target-specific, non-poisonous, growth regulators; it stops the larvae turning into
mosquitoes and liquid product.
